All bungrad & tusgrad competitors must wear a class costume or appropriate day
wear. They are not permitted to wear fake tan or make up, up to 12 years

Bungrad dancers must dance basic steps

Bungrad & tusgrad competitions are confined to dancers who have never won first
place in that particular dance, in any age or grade

Meangrad is confined to dancers who have never won first place for that particular
dance or age group either in meangrad or ardgrad

No child dancing in age groups up to and including ul0 years is permitted to wear
make-up in any grade, as per An Coimisiun rule

Any form of unauthorised photography which has the capability to capture a
dancer’s image whilst in motion, using electronic or manual means e.g. mobile
phones, ipads, standard cameras, video camcorders, cine recorder, commercial
film, with or without flash enhancement, is forbidden during competition at all
feiseanna.

If you wish your child to be excluded from any photographs that maybe uploaded
onto social media websites, please ensure that you inform the feis organiser in
advance.

No block / en pointe, stationary or moving is allowed to be performed for all ages
up to & including ul2 years

Costume Length: Length of costumes must adhere to principles of modesty and
enable dancers to safely execute their movements and steps. Adjudicators who
determine a costume to be too short or to lack modesty may ask a competitor to
change into black tights (of a denier not less than 70 per cent) in order for the
dancer to continue in the competition. When wearing body suits with skirts

(commonly known as black-out attire) black tights (of a denier less than 70) must
be worn from the age of 14 and above.
