Rialacha na Féile 

x Entries will only be accepted from teachers registered with An Coimisiún le Rincí Gaelacha. 

x Age will be reckoned from 1st January 2020. 

x Bungrád competitions are confined to those who have never won a first prize in that particular dance in any age group. 
Only basic steps may be performed. 

x Túsgrád competitions are confined to dancers who have not won a first prize in that particular dance in Túsgrád, 
Meángrád or Árdgrád.  Only basic steps may be performed. 

x Competitors in Bungrád and Túsgrád may only wear class costume, dress or skirt and top and the use of make-up, fake tan 
and wigs is not permissible. 

x Meángrád competitions are confined to dancers who have not won a first prize in that particular dance in Meángrád or 
Árdgrád. 

x No block, en-pointe work, stationary or moving, is allowed to be performed in all ages up to and including Under 12. 

x Preliminary championships (8-9 years upwards) eligibility: 
¡ a dancer must not have placed top five in any open championship judged by three or more adjudicators. 
¡ Competitors must not have won a Preliminary Championship more than two times in the current year.   
¡ The dancer must not have qualified for the Worlds in 2019 or 2020 (with the exception of the boys who are eligible if 

they qualified but were not placed in the top 3 at their Regional Oireachtas and who otherwise fulfil the Prelim crite-
ria). 

¡ Dancer must have not recalled in the actual Championship at the All-Ireland 2018 or 2019. 
¡ If the dancer has not succeeded in placing in the top 5 but has won two Preliminary Championships in the current 

year, they are eligible to dance preliminary again the following year. 

x Any form of unauthorised photography which has the capability to capture a dancer’s image whilst in motion, using elec-
tronic or manual means e.g.: mobile phone, standard camera, video camcorder, cine recorder, commercial film, with or 
without flash enhancement is strictly prohibited. 

x The feis committee will not accept any responsibility for personal injuries or damage to property on the premises. 

x Objections, accepted from registered teachers only, must be lodged within one hour of the announcement of the compe-
tition result and accompanied by a €15 fee. 

x The committee, as far as is practicable, will provide a stage surface suitable for dancing.  However, the committee cannot 
accept any liability whatsoever for injuries sustained while on stage.  The lodgement of any entry will be deemed to be an 
acceptance of this provision by a dancer and by his/her parent/guardian/teacher.
