FROM NORTH NJ:  Take Garden State Parkway south to exit 91 (Lakewood/Brick Twp).  Take ramp to Pt Pleasant/Herbertsville/Burnt Tavern Rd 
East.  Turn slight right on to Lanes Mill Road, turn right on Burnt Tavern Road (CR 549), bear right to go on Burnsville Road which becomes Lanes 
Mill Road.  Continue ½ mile to school.   

FROM PHILA AREA:   Take NJ Turnpike north to exit 7A.   Merge on to CR 547.  Turn left on Herbertsville Rd (CR 549).  Go 3 ½ miles and turn 
right on Sally Ike Road.  Go 1 ½ miles and turn left at Lanes Mill Road.  

FROM SOUTH NJ:   Take Garden State Parkway north to exit 90 (Brick). Turn slight right and then left on to Chambers Bridge Rd.  Follow 
Chambers Bridge Road for 2 miles and turn right on to Burnt Tavern Road to Burnsville Road which becomes Lanes Mill Road.  Continue ½ mile 
to school.

All competitors should be prepared to dance 3 at a time up to and including under 14.


FIRST FEIS:  Competition #101.   Open to dancers under 8 who have never competed in a Feis before today.  1 step reel (speed 122).

BEGINNER:  A competitor who has not taken Irish Dance lessons from a registered teacher prior to 9/1/16.  

Two steps, Boys & Girls combined for reel and jig.  Dancer must move into Adv Beginner next year. Reel & Slip Jig Speed 122;  Light Jig  
Speed 115.


ADVANCED BEGINNER:   Follows Beginner Competition. A competitor who has taken Irish dance lessons from a registered teacher prior to 
9/1/16. Two steps. Boys and Girls combined for reel, jigs, and hornpipe.  An Advanced Beginner who wins 1st, 2nd, or 3rd place will advance to 
Novice category in that dance next year.  Reel & Slip Jig Speed 122, Light Jig 115, Treble Jig 92, Hornpipe 138.

A novice who wins a first place will advance to the 
Prizewinner category in that particular dance the next year.  Two steps.  Boys and Girls combined for reel, jigs, and hornpipe.

PRELIMINARY:   Preliminary Championships in the Mid Atlantic Region: Preliminary Championships are open to competitors who 
have placed 1st in Prizewinner light (Reel or Slip Jig) and Treble (Jig or Hornpipe) dances. Boys and Girls combined.  Preliminary 
dancers who win THREE first places in a calendar year must move to Open Championship the following calendar year.  When a third 
1st place win is achieved over several calendar years, the dancer must move to Open Championship the following weekend.   All age 
groups under 14 will dance 3 at a time.  Older age groups will dance 2 at a time.
