Dancers shall advance in Trophy competitions and Championship as follows: · A dancer who wins two first place trophies in Beginner/Advanced Beginner Trophy advances to Novice/Prizewinner Trophy, or: · A dancer who advances to Novice or Prizewinner for the majority of their solo levels (hard shoes in particular) automatically advances to the Novice/Prizewinner Trophy. · A dancer who wins two first place trophies in Novice/Prizewinner Trophy advances to Preliminary Championships. · A dancer who wins two first place Preliminary Championships advances to Open Championships.  18.
