Dancing Competition Rules

1. Competitor’s age will be determined as of January 1, 2023.

2. Competitors must be in the hall, prepared to dance, one hour prior to the scheduled beginning of
their event. The feis may run ahead of the printed schedule and it is each competitor’s responsibility
to be prepared for that possibility.

4. Dancers who appear in a competition for which they are not registered and paid will not be

eligible for placement or awards.

5. The Feis Committee may split or combine specials at its discretion.

6. When awards are announced, competitors must be in costume, including dance shoes, to receive
their awards.

7. The Emerald City Feis, Tara Academy of Irish Dancing, Emerald City Arts, the Feis Committee and
anyone associated with presenting the Feis shall not be held responsible or liable for any personal
injury, property loss, or damage incurred before, during, or after the feis, by any participants or by
anyone attending the event. By entering the feis, the entrant and/or the entrant’s legal guardian
agrees to indemnify and hold harmless this feis, the feis committee, volunteers, vendors, and venue
for any liabilities or personal injury as a result of the entrant’s participation in the event.

Preliminary Championship is open to those dancers who have not won three firsts in
their overall Preliminary Championships (it is a Western Region rule that upon winning
a third first place overall in Preliminary Championships, a dancer must move
immediately to Open, even in the case of back-to-back feiseanna).
