1. Dancers must not have taken Irish dance lessons as juveniles and must be at least 18 years of age on 
January 1st., 2023. 

 OR  
2. Dancers may have taken Irish Dance lessons as juveniles, but not competed in any competitions (solo 

or team) at any feisanna or Orechtaisi, except competitions specifically designated for Adults or Dance 
Drama, with the past 5 years and must be at least 18 years of age on January 1st, 2023.
