Entry fee = $15.00 per dance.
Adult Beginner: An adult beginner is a competitor 
who never took Irish dancing lessons as a juvenile 
and is over 18 years of age. 

ADVANCED BEGINNER - AFTER

An Advanced Beginner who wins 1st, 2nd or 3rd 
place will advance to the Novice category in that 
particular dance. Dancers will dance two steps two 
or three at a time. 
Boys will be separated if there are 5 or more boys.
Music speeds: Reel/Slip Jig at 122 and Light Jig at 
115, Heavy Jig at 92, Hornpipe at 138.
Entry fee = $15.00 per dance.
