Adult dancers

may not be combined with any other age group. Music speeds for
Beginner/AB are Reel/Slip Jig 122; Light Jig 115; Hop Jig 124; Treble Jig 92;

Hornpipe 138. Speeds for Novice/PW are Reel/Slip Jig 113; Light Jig 115; Treble
Jig 73 or 92; Hornpipe 113 or 138. Adult female dancers must wear black tights

in all competitions.
